2011 Tournament of Roses Girl Scout Participation 

Requirements and Expectations

As part of our 100th Anniversary Celebration, GSGLA is proud to offer our Girls Scouts an opportunity to apply to participate in the 2012 Tournament of Roses Parade. The Tournament of Roses Parade is watched by over 47 million Americans, as well as millions of people in 220 territories around the world.  GSGLA is seeking Girl Scouts who are proud of their heritage, and excited to serve as representatives for our Council during this once-in-a-lifetime event as we help launch the 100th Anniversary year for Girl Scouts here in the United States.

There are three different roles for which a GSGLA Girl Scout can apply to be considered.  Please note that the Tournament of Roses Committee has very strict regulations, which we are required to follow during our selection procedure. We appreciate your interest and are excited to be able to share this opportunity with you.  

Only GSGLA Girl Scouts may apply to participate as:

1. Tournament Troop (Banner Carriers for award-winning floats) – These girls will carry the banners ahead of the award-winning floats. They must be a currently registered Senior or Ambassador Girl Scout who has earned her Gold Award by June 2011.

2. 100th Anniversary Float Outwalkers – These girls will escort the GSGLA 100th Anniversary Float down the parade route. They must be a currently registered Cadette, Senior or Ambassador Girl Scout. Who have earned their Silver or Gold Award by June 2011. Gold Award Recipients who graduated from High School in 2011 are also eligible to apply. In addition, these girls must have registered during the Early Bird period (with the exception of those who graduated from high school).

3. 100th Anniversary Float Rider – These girls will ride on the float with select adult volunteers.  Please note that there will be a very limited number of people riding on the float.  To be eligible, a girl must be at least 8 years old on January 2, 2012, and have registered during the Early Bird period. This application is only your initial step in the application process for being considered as a Float Rider. Applying to participate in the Tournament Troop and/or as a Float Outwalker will not preclude you from also being considered to ride on the float.

Other critical information:

· Selected participants must be able to attend practices, picture day, Elks' Breakfast, and parade day.  See sample schedule below.  A schedule with exact dates will be provided in early fall, 2011.

· Selected participants must be available to attend the Girl Scout Reception, to be held in honor of our 100th Anniversary.  This will be in December, 2011 at the Wrigley Mansion/Tournament House.
· Selected participants for the Tournament Troop (Banner Carriers) and 100th Anniversary Float Outwalkers (Escorts) must be able to walk 6 miles at parade pace (Girl Scouts in a wheel chair must be able to proceed at this pace for the duration of the parade)

· Tournament Troop (Banner Carriers) must be able to carry 15 lbs. of weight.

· Float Riders must be able to either sit or ride for 2 hours without breaks

· All participants must be prepared to represent GSGLA in uniform

· All Participants must have a media release on file with GSGLA

· For health and safety, all participants must wear non-skid, sturdy black leather shoes that tie. (NO tennis shoes

· In recognition of this special Girl Scout 100th Anniversary, Tournament Troop and Float Outwalker fees charged by the Tournament of Roses will be underwritten by GSGLA.

Gold/Silver Award Qualification Requirements:

Gold Award Girl Scouts - must have completed her Gold Award (Grade 10-12) or is a 12th grade Girl Scout in process of completing her Gold Award (proposal must have already been submitted).  2011 Gold Award Recipients who are also 2011 High School Graduates are also eligible to apply.  

Silver Award Girl Scouts – must have completed her Silver Award (Grades 7-9) or is a 9th grade Girl Scout in process of completing her Silver Award (proposal must have already been submitted).
